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Tendencies of the present day indicate more and more growing interest of scientists in the field of study of bicameralism. This interest seems to be not accidental. Constitutional and legal institution of bicameralism after a certain crisis in the 50-60s has received new impulses in the 70s of XX century. Over the past decades the number of bicameral parliaments has increased, and this system has been adopted by most countries in the world, which are considered to be the most developed in the field of democratic order and economic growth. It seems interesting by the very fact that the bicameral parliament organization is practiced not only in all the currently existing 28 states with a federal form of administrative-territorial division, but also in the 43 unitary states, due to which the total number of bicameral parliaments increases.
The subject of the law scholars’ studies of the phenomena of bicameralism is the procedure of formation, authority of "upper" chambers, their relationship with the "lower" chambers, due to the fact that these spheres of interaction play a major role in determining the legal status and real political weight of the upper house of parliament.
The timeliness of the researched issues has both academic and practical interest. Within the 20 years that have passed since the adoption of the Russian Federation Constitution, the process of formation of the Federation Council of the Federal Assembly - twice has undergone significant changes, the ability to change the appearance of the Federation Council is also discussed periodically. In such circumstances, the practical importance of this kind of research arises from the demand of the world experience for the improvement of parliamentary institutions, and especially the exchange of experience among the leading powers of today. 
A comparative analysis of the acting models of Chambers of Parliaments in Russia and the United States has a great practical importance, which is expressed in the possibility of the implementation of elements of the American parliamentarianism to the existing legal reality of our country.
The choice of the USA as an object of this research and comparative analysis is by no means definite. For the purpose of further improvement of the order of forming the Federation Council it is impossible not to pay any attention to three aspects on which basis we can talk about the importance of finding the practices of functioning of the Senate of the US Congress, among which are: the recognition in both states of the federalism principle as the basis of the constitutional order, avowed success of the American model of parliament construction, the historical tradition of careful study and borrowing of elements of state-building experience of foreign countries.
Both the Senate and the Federation Council have appeared during the period of foundation of a democratic society. They were formed under conditions of the approval of the state federal structure and search for the optimal model of participation of federation entities in the national parliamentary process. Today, both the Senate and the Federation Council function as a key and integral part of the governmental system in each country, ensuring respect for the regions’ interests in the legislative and other fields of state activity.
Given different and common characteristics and the role of the parliaments of the surveyed countries in the life of society allows us to compare the parliaments of the Russian Federation and the United States, and are also a testament to the relevance of the chosen topic and the necessity of scientific analysis of this problem.
The historical experience of Russia and the USA points out that the main problem in determining the formation process of the upper houses is: on the one hand, to find the optimum ratio of the democratic legitimacy of the chamber representatives, and on the other hand, the ability to represent the interests of the federation entities objectively, quickly and with a high degree of professionalism.
Thus, for the implementation of the US Senate and the Federation Council of the powers assigned to them by the constitutions along with the federal aspect the party is crucial too. The experience of the US Senate functioning demonstrates a constructive influence exerted by the party structure of "upper" Chamber on the work of the House of Representatives, and yet having analyzed Russian reality, it revealed that the prospect of accelerating of "partizatsii"/partisation/increasing of party influence Federation Council under the current system of its members selection seems to be undesirable.
